What is Breed Specific Legislation (BSL)?


	Several people and organizations have been trying to ban certain breeds of dogs in their community, county, state. Some of these breeds my include the pit-bull or pit-bull mix, Rottweilers, Terriers, and several other specific breeds. However, it is a known and documented fact that it is not the breed of dog but how the dog was trained, cared for and socialized that makes a difference in the animal’s behavior. By making a BSL, it is not going to solve dog bites or attacks. The American Veterinary Association and several other State Veterinary Associations are on record opposing breed specific legislation. Often it is the owner, not the dog responsible for lack of training or for the inappropriate behavior of the dog. Dog owners need to be responsible for their dogs. Untrained and unsupervised dogs of any breed or mixed breed can cause havoc in any neighborhood. The key is not banning specific breeds but thoroughly training these dogs, nuisance ordinances, and responsible dog owners. Some of these breeds or breed mixes serve as valuable community members by assisting as therapy dogs, search and rescue dogs, drug sniffing dogs, police dogs, and companions for the elderly. So, the solution is not breed ban legislation.
